| brought him back to work at the beginning of March - there is only so long |
cannot ride for without going insane - and he was very well behaved apart from
his fear of the sheep! We are building up his confidence once again on this
score and he is becoming more relaxed with the woolly pigs!

April saw us enter our first dressage competition at Star Andalusian Stud - a
new venue for the riding club. Sadly not many of our members joined us, but it
gave us an opportunity to try out the venue and it was perfect for Monte being
so quiet. In all honesty, he wasn't ready for a competition as

in a test, but just to get him between the boards and have

him behave himself was all | was looking for. As it turned
out, he completed 2 tests, didn't have any arguments and

although we may not have had the greatest of scores | was
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pleased with him as he didn't throw any tantrums and | have to say a big thank
you to Sylvia and Thomas for being so patient and helpful.

Monte has been with me a year now and it has taken all of this time to get to
know him, but | really feel confident with him and I like to think there is a bond
between us. | can't emphasise enough how slowly | am having to take things
with him, but | know the rewards for time spent now, will be worth it in the
long run.

Hoping to get him out to some training and the dressage league if all goes to

plan, but you can never plan anything with horses! Kate
